The differences in vegetation between the
northern and southern slopes of Mt. Takao
are much easier to see in winter!

Additionally, since the construction of
Yakuoin Yukiji Temple, Mt. Takao has been
regarded as a site of mountain worship,
and its forests have been protected as
sacred groves associated with the temples
Later, through the designation as national
forests and a Tokyo metropolitan natural
park, the area has been preserved and
maintained as the "Meiji no Mori Takao
Quasi-Natural Park." From those natural
environments and historical backgrounds,
Mt. Takao remains a place where many
plant species can still be found today.

The forest surrounding Mt. Takao is
known to host around 1,600 species of
plants. There are reasons why such a
diverse range of plants can thrive in one
area, and why the rich flora is preserved.
Mt. Takao forests consist of both natural
forests and artificial forests planted with
cedar and cypress trees. The natural
forests are composed of evergreen
broadleaf forests mainly consisting of firs
and oaks, and deciduous broadleaf
forests such as beech trees.When walking
on Mt. Takao, you may notice that
evergreen trees are more common on the
southern slopes, while deciduous trees
are more abundant on the northern
slopes. This is related to the fact that Mt.
Takao is located at the boundary between
the warm temperate zone and the cool
temperate zone. In these different climatic
zones, plants that are adapted to each
environment can thrive.
